What is Carbon Sequestration?
Capture and storage of CO2 and other Greenhouse Gases 

that would otherwise be emitted to the atmosphere

Capture can occur:

ïat the point of emission

ïwhen absorbed from air

Storage locations include:

ïunderground reservoirs

ïdissolved in deep oceans

ïconverted to solid material

ïtrees, grasses, soils, or algae

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Å Vintage Credits

Å The amount of carbon sequestered in a particular year.  It 
can then be used to offset emissions in that year.

Å Third Party Verification

Å An audit conducted by an independent contractor.

Å All projects are subject to audit.  A percentage will be 
visited by outside auditors.

Å Pool

Å A group of projects that make up a traded unit on the 
Exchange. 

Å Reserve Pool

Å All projects put 20% of the carbon credits in a reserve 
pool.  If, at the end of the market period, the project has 
not been lost or compromised, those are returned to the 
project owner.
