 Gives allowances to covered facilities, states, USDA too reduce emissions in the 

ag and forestry sectors
 Emission Allowance Account for covered facilities in the electric  power and 

industrial sectors
 Establishes a Climate Change Credit Corporation to auction emission 

allowances
